Customer Service Advice from Telstra

Extreme Weather events impact service in Perth Metropolitan, Lower West,
Central Wheat Belt, and Great Southern districts of Western Australia.

Telstra is working to manage the significant impact to Telstra services that has occurred
as a result of a series of extreme weather events in the Perth Metropolitan, Lower West,
Central Wheat Belt, and Great Southern districts of Western Australia on or about
Thursday 14 March 2013.

Due to the effect of damage to the Telstra telecommunications network by extreme
weather, there has been a significant increase in the number of Telstra services being
reported as faulty. As a result, there has been some disruption to service and delays to
normal installation and repair activities.

Telstra apologises to any affected customers.

Information as to the nature of these severe weather events can be sourced from
Weatherzone at http://www.weatherzone.com.au/. Heavy rain and lightning strikes
across the aforementioned catchment area is detailed within this site for Thursday 14
March 2013; all of which were widely reported in the news media after the events.

Telstra has identified that the effect of these circumstances may apply to approximately
10,100 services. Some of these services may not be installed or repaired within Telstra’s
standard time frames. The number of possibly affected services may increase or
decrease as Telstra assesses the full effect of the extreme weather conditions. Based on
current information, the resumption date of Telstra’s normal service operations is
expected to be 12 April 2013. This date is indicative only, however, and may be subject
to change once the full impact of the extreme weather conditions has been assessed.
Telstra regrets any inconvenience caused to customers and thanks them for their
patience while this work is being undertaken.

Telstra services encompassed in this exemption are in the area bounded by and
including, but not limited to, the area starting at Lancelin, the area’s boundary then
heads northeast through Strathmore, Watheroo and Maya. From Maya, the boundary
goes east to the Goodlands Nature Reserve, where it turns south east to proceed
through Remlap and Beacon. From Beacon, the boundary turns south-south west and
proceeds to Tammin, then southwest to Corrigin. From Corrigin, the boundary goes due
east to the landmark King Rocks, northeast of Karlgarin. From King Rocks, the boundary
goes southeast through Holt Rock and Varley before turning southwest, passing through
Newdegate and Pingrup. From Pingrup, the boundary goes south to Ongerup, then west
to Tambellup and through Tunney to Mobrup. From Mobrup, the boundary goes north
and north-northwest through Orchid Valley, Cordering, Darkan, and Boddington. From
Boddington, the boundary turns west by north, passes through Dwellingup, Coolup, and
Dawesville, and meets the Indian Ocean at Florida. From Florida, the boundary follows
the coastline north past Perth back to Lancelin. All suburbs and towns, off shore islands
and coastal areas serviced by Telstra within these boundaries are encompassed in this
exemption.

Therefore
Telstra is notifying customers that normal installation and repair time frames may not be
met during the period from 14 March 2013 to 12 April 2013 inclusive (based on
Telstra’s estimated recovery schedule correct at the time of publication of this notice)
and, under section 21 of the Telecommunications (Customer Service Guarantee)

Standard 2011 , Telstra will be exempt from complying with performance standards
during this period.
